PREVOKE
(Also Known as Vocabogram)

Purpose:


The purpose of this activity is to develop vocabulary and encourage predicting abilities. It challenges students to use given words from a reading selection to sort into categories and then predict various aspects (setting, characters, plot, conflict, etc.) of the passage based on those words.

Procedures:
1. Select a reading passage for the students to read.

2. Identify 10 -20 words important words or phrases from the text. (Pronounce and briefly discuss the words/phrases to be certain students are familiar with them.)

3. Choose categories in which to sort the words (ie: setting, characters, plot, conflict, descriptive and non-descriptive words, feeling words or non-feeling words, etc.)

4. Instruct the students to work individually, in pairs or in teams to sort the words into the categories. Discuss their selections with the students when the lists are completed.

5. Instruct the students to write a story based on these word selections, predicting the story.

6. Share the stories (predictions) with the class.

7. The teacher will then read the selection to the students or have them read it themselves.
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Predictions: Predict what this story will be about.
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
